CONNECTION TO CARRYING MEMBER
Mounting Conditions:

Fill the lowest four holes nearest
each side of the bucket. For a
22-1/2° skew, fill the four diamond
holes on one side and 4 round
holes on the other. For skews
greater than 22-1/2°, fill the 4
round holes on each side.

Add an equal amount of nails in
each side of the hanger in any
of the remaining nail holes to
meet the minimum fastener
requirements listed in the table
on page 197.

Typical MSHA
face-max installation

Field bend the strap over the
supporting member. The bent
strap must extend a minimum
of 2 inches over the carrying
member to allow for the four top
flange nail holes to be filled.

Fill the lowest four nail holes
nearest each side of the bucket.
For a 22-1/2° skew, fill the four
diamond holes on one side and
4 round holes on the other. For
skews greater than 22-1/2°, fill
the 4 round holes on each side.

Typical MSHA
top-max installation

Field bend the strap over the
supporting member. The bent
strap must extend a minimum
of 2 inches over the carrying
member to allow for the four
top flange nail holes to be filled.

Fill the four nail holes (two each
strap) nearest the top of the
carrying member.

Combination
Face-Max/Top-Max

Follow the Face-Max installation
for one side of the connector.
Follow the Top-Max installation
for the opposite side of the
connector. The Face-Max
allowable loads apply to this
type of installation.

Mounting Conditions:

For the 22-1/2° skew installation, all round holes must be filled. For skews greater than 22-1/2°, only the diamond holes must be filled.
