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Uplift Connection for Woodtone RealPost™

Technical Bulletin

MiTek USP conducted testing to determine uplift capacities of several commonly used products for use with the Woodtone RealPost™ hollow 
column. Products include KCCQ column caps, CBSQ column bases, PAU post anchors, PCM/EPCM post caps and RPB retrofit post base.

The allowable design values listed in the chart below are based on testing and calculation for the reduced material thickness of the  
Woodtone RealPost™ hollow column and are the lesser of the following:

• Average 1/8" deflection from testing

• Lowest Ultimate test value / 3 (Factor of Safety = 3)

• Fastener calculations per National Design Specification (NDS) for wood

Installation:
• Use all specified fasteners in the load table.

• �WS3 Wood Screws, 1/4" dia. x 3" long, are supplied with KCCQ Column Caps. 

• �WS2-EXT Wood Screws, 1/4" dia. x 2" long are supplied with  
CBSQ Column Bases.

• CBSQ Bases require a minimum concrete side cover of 3" for full uplift capacity.
